This information can help you
space your pregnancy, and is 99.5% effective without the use of drugs,
invasive procedures or surgery. For couples experiencing infertility,

it can increase the chance of becoming pregnant by 20-40%. If you
would like information on this program please call (605) 322-4434 or
email at fertilitycare@mckennan.org.

The benefits of having a doula for labor include
shorter, more comfortable labor; decreasing need for medication,
epidurals and c-sections; allows partner to enjoy labor and birth and

to be her primary support; and provides an objective point of view.
